BILLING INFORMATION – MASSACHUSETTS

How do I bill for fluoride varnish?

A provider uses Code D1206 which pays $26. This is generally used with ICD9 code for a well child visit (WCC) V20.2

If the fluoride varnish is provided at a non-WCC visit, use V07.31 “need for prophylactic fluoride administration” and CPT 99211 

The billing specialist will use:

· CMS 1500 billing form

· submit using either 837P electronic submission, or Mass Health claim form no. 5 or 9 
Who is eligible for this service?

All patients age 6 months up to 21 years of age (but not including 21 year olds) who are on MassHealth.  All forms of MassHealth are eligible – see chart below:
